


This Box Can Save Lives!

Automatic External Defibrillator (AED)
for heart attacks/cardiac arrest.

Supported by Ambulance Tasmania and the Tasmanian
Government, we have installed an AED in a white
cabinet on the outside wall of the Hall. It's near the
disabled car parking site off the upper driveway from
Byard Street. It is available 24 hours a day — the only
AED in the suburb publicly accessible at all times.

Should you be aware of someone collapsing from a heart
attack/cardiac arrest, stay with the patient, start cardio-
pulmonary resuscitation if you know how to, phone 000
for an ambulance and follow the operator’s instructions.
Apart from their usual questions and advice they will
advise that if a second person can get the AED from the
Hall it can be used to maximise the chances of
resuscitation being successful. Keep connected to 000 at
all times.

Once the AED is turned on it will give verbal step by step
instructions so that any user can know what to do. The
user does not need to have special training! In particular,
the AED will not deliver a shock unless the patient’s
condition calls for a shock. If you would like to see how
the AED is used, and for general information, then
search using ‘ZOLL AED Plus Training Videos'.

Whose Fault is it?

When you walk along the Weerona Fire Trail towards
the Knocklofty Reserve you may notice a steep bank
with rather untidy matting at the top — evidence of
revegetation efforts. (Mount Stuart Residents Inc. is
in correspondence with the Hobart City Council
about remedial action on this.)

But don’t miss what is lower down. Pause to check
out the excellent exposure of a geological fault — the
result of a break in the rocks due to earth movement,
where one side has moved up or down relative to the
other.

Geological fault — the diagonal line
sloping left to right at the centre

This is a minor fault, but is part of a much bigger
network of up and down tectonic movement that
helped create our well-known landforms, including
Knocklofty itself, Kunanyi/Mount Wellington to the
west and the Derwent Valley to the east. The dolerite
rock of Knocklofty — formed from molten magma that
intruded between other rock layers between 250 and
150 million years ago — is also found 1000 metres
higher, at the summit of the mountain, and the
sandstone found around Mount Stuart is the same
as that found beneath the Organ Pipes.
